	Professional Experience


May 2004 to present
Senior Web Applications Developer at T101 Ltd
T101 operates a website in a niche sector of the adult online dating market. With close to 1 million members and close to 20,000 concurrent online members, the website generates over 48 million page views per month.  The website is written in ASP.NET WebForms with C# 3.5, SQL2008 (with a Memcached layer) and makes heavy use of AJAX.
Working in a small team of 4 developers, features are developed using an Agile methodology with Scrum. As well as evangelising the uptake of stable open source projects and introducing new technologies to the company I also actively seek to improve development processes within the department. I work remotely from home 2 days a week.
Notable projects
Payment System
· The payment system was completely rewritten using C# 3.5, ASP.NET MVC2, Castle Windsor, NUnit, Moq.  
· Different pricing rules are programmatically applied depending on a member’s region.
· An administration system allows the business to specify different payment providers for different card types.  
· At launch the system will support 4 different payment providers (Optimal, Netbanx, SagePay, Metacharge).
· The project enjoys a high level of unit and integration test coverage.  
· The system supports 3D-Secure authentication where the provider has activated the feature.
Image Management System
· Developed a gallery system, allowing members to create and maintain a set of galleries.
· Drag and Drop image management functionality, allowing members to easily rearrange their images or move them between galleries.
· Multiple file upload using swfUpload – an open source javascript library.
· Image editing facilities, including flip, crop and rotate.
· Developed an image classification system allowing site operators to manage member images.

Development Environment
When the website moved from classic ASP to ASP.NET, I was responsible for re-creating the development experience. This involved:
· Changing source control from Visual Source Safe to Subversion.
· Implementing CruiseControl.Net which allowed (using MSBuild):
· Continuous Integration.
· Automated deployment to Test, Pre-Production and Production servers.
· Automated compression of CSS and javascript files.
· Automated configuration changes between environments.

January 2004 to May 2004
IT Manager at Hospitality Line
During my short time at this company I redeveloped their consumer website which at the time was processing £1m a year.  I also developed a mobile/PDA application for them using the .NET Compact Framework, VB.NET and SQL CE. The application allowed sales representatives to sync customer data from their tour operating database and field customer enquiries on weekends.
December 2001 to January 2004
IT Manager and Web Developer at Corkexpress Ltd
Corkexpress’ product was an e-commerce and content management system designed specifically for the Wine Industry.  Featuring an extensive library of wines from around the world, customers were able to manage their online shops, producer site or wine review sites. I was responsible for maintaining day to day IT and Server operations, search engine optimisations and continuous development of features for the website management portal.
